Keep in mind that you are working on the ability to combine syllables, which is necessary for combining words. Do not try to get the child to say specific sounds in the syllables. And always use spondees--words with equal stress on each syllable.
The best cue for this is tactile: Squeeze the child’s hands for each syllable. Or tap their hand/arm. Or tap the table/floor.
